Animal Rights and Welfare Vocabulary
1. animal rights- belief that animals should not be exploited (i.e. not used for food, clothing, entertainment, medical research, product testing)

2. animal welfare- belief that animals should be treated humanely (i.e. properly cared for, have adequate housing, nutrition, health care, and humanely)

3. confinement systems- animals are confined to cages or pens in partially enclosed or totally enclosed buildings so that production improves

4. ecoterrorism- terrorism or crimes committed under the disguise of saving nature

5. factory farming- practice of raising thousands of animals @ one time in confined settings (i.e. chickens in cages, veal calves)

6. humanize- to believe that animals have the same rights as humans and to treat them as humans

7. intensive operations- operations where producer tries to increase production output through better breeding, feeding, and management

8. specieism- belief that any use of animals by humans reflects a bias or that humans are superior to animals

9. unethical- belief that something is going against one’s moral principles or values

10. vivisection-research consisting of surgical operations and experiments to study the structure and functions of organs
