Breeds and Types of Dogs
· Unlike most other animals dogs vary in shape, size, color, use, and so on.

· Vary from 2- 200 lbs

· 400+  breeds in the world

· AKC- American Kennel Club---all registered dogs are registered through the AKC

· AKC recognizes 150 breeds in 7 major groups and one miscellaneous class.

· Dogs have been known about and used since the Stone Age

· Started out with four major groups: herders, hounds, toys, and guards

· Today’s Seven Major Groups: sporting, hounds, working, terriers, toys, non-sporting, and herding

Sporting

· 24 breeds

· used to assist a hunter in his/her pursuit of game

· Ex. Pointer, Lab, Setter, Brittany, Spaniel

Hound

· Two types: some hunt by scent, others by sound

· Ex. Basset hound, Beagle, Coonhound, Bloodhound

Terrier

- Split in two groups: Long-legged (large breeds) and short-legged (small breeds)

- Ex.  Airedale, Border, Bull, Fox, Welsh

Working

· Labor or work for humans

· Guard, sled, police, rescue, messenger work

· Ex. Boxer, Doberman, Great Dane , Rottweiler, Saint Bernard

Herding

· help with herding livestock of all sizes

· Ex. Collies, German Shepherd, Shetland, Aussies, Welsh Corgi

Toy Dogs

· Called this due to their small size. Known as house pets and companions

· Ex. Chihuahua, Greyhound, Pug, Yorky, Shih Tzu

Non-Sporting

· Miscellanous group with lots of variety, most used as companions

· Ex. Boston Terrier, bulldog, poodle, Dalmatian
