Canine Facilities and Equipment
1. Dogs and puppies kept outside need shelter from the heat and cold.

2. An outside dog needs a house that is cool in the summer and warm in the winter.

3. A dog house should always be dry, warm, and draft free.

4. The biggest problem with dog houses is it is often too large and the animal’s body heat cannot warm the area.

5. Wire, wood, and other materials may be used to build a “dog proof” fence.

6. An owner should provide a collar, warm bedding, water, and feed dishes, and a brush for the animal.

7. An identification tag should be attached to the collar.

8. The tag should have owner’s name, address, and telephone number.

9. Fences are needed to keep dogs that are outside from straying away.

10. Today there are invisible sonic and radio containment systems.

Management and Sanitation

1. All animals deserve a clean and comfortable environment in which to live.

2. Animals kept in captivity are those kept in cages or pens or within a fenced area and have special needs.

3. Body wastes must be removed from the animal’s living quarters daily.

4. Bedding provides warmth and comfort for an animal.

5. Never leave a dog in a hot car.

6. Provide food on a regular basis.

7. Provide proper care for newborn animals.

8. Provide secure facilities that offer protection from a harsh environment.

9. Neuter and spay animals to prevent unwanted animals.

10. Follow all local regulations with dogs and other companion animals. This may include paying taxes.
