-Anti-inflammatory-drugs used to reduce the pain & sometimes swelling

- Atrophy- wasting away; shrinking muscle

-hydrotherapy- applying cold water to affected area

-malocclusion- top and bottom teeth don’t meet

-umbilicus- navel

-heaving- loss of elasticity in lungs

-hock- large joint, halfway up the hind leg
-degree of finesse- how well a horse moves off their hocks

-bowed tendons- severe strain and wear; thickened, enlargement 

-plumb line- measures perpendicularity; how straight the leg is

-congenital- condition that exists at birth

-calks- grips on the heels and shoes; gives better footing; less slipping

-plates- type of horseshoe

-conservative treatment- reserved treatment for bone fractures

-bars- keeps the hoof wall from over expanding

-ulcerate- to break skin or mucous membranes

-founder/laminitis- inflammation of hooves/legs; too much feed

-fracture- break or crack in a bone

-implants- device used to repair fracture in long bones

-ossify- cartilage being made into bone

-sprain- injury to a ligament
-fibrosis- thickening of affected skin


-hobble- restraint; to keep from 








     kicking or wandering
-stifled- displaced patella of the stifle joint
-patella- flat, moveable bone
