1. absorption- the body taking in nutrients to use to function

2. amino acids- building blocks of protein

3. concentrates- high energy feeds ex. Corn

4. crude protein- total amount of protein in a feed

5. dehydration- abnormal depletion of bodily fluids

6. digestible energy- part of energy that is not lost in fecal matter

7. digestion- breaking down of feedstuffs so the body can absorb the nutrients

8. dry matter basis- method of expressing the concentration of a nutrient

9. fermentation- decomposition of organic substances

10. hypochoremia- low levels of chloride in the body

11. impaction- constipation

12. lactose- sugar found in milk

13. macro minerals- body needs large amounts of these minerals

14. metabolizable energy- energy used for growth, reproduction, and maintenance

15. micro minerals- minerals needed in smaller amounts in the body

16. net energy- real value of a feed

17. nonruminant- monogastric; no rumen

18.  nutrients- substances that nourish the body

19. osteomalacia- disease that is causes bones to become soft

20. ration- amount of feed fed in one day

21. rickets- bone disease in young horses; lack of calcium

22.  TDN(Total Digestible Nutrients)- energy density of a feedstuff
23. roughage- high fiber feedstuffs ex. Hay, silage
