Equine Hoof Structure
Hoof Wall-  provides a weight-bearing surface, is not easily worn away, protects the internal structure of the foot and maintains moisture in the foot

Coronet- source of growth for the hoof wall. Healthy hooves grow about 3/8 inch per month, a change in growth rate can occur if a change in the amount of exercise, ration, illness, state of general health, or body condition occurs.

Sole- Protects the sensitive inner portions of the foot

Frog- spongy, flexible pad that bears weight

**Hind feet typically grow faster than front; as well as unshod feet grow faster than shod feet.
