Functions of the Nine Systems
Skeletal: rigid framework giving the body shape and protecting the internal organs

Muscular: provides movement both internally and externally; organs of motion

Digestive: converts feed into a form that can be used by the body for maintenance, growth, and reproduction
Urinary: maintains water and mineral balance and excrete the wastes of metabolism 

Respiratory: takes in oxygen from the environment and delivers it to the tissues and cells of the body and also releases carbon dioxide from the body back into the environment

Circulatory: distributes blood throughout the body

Nervous: supplies the body with information about its internal and external environment 

Reproductive: process of creating new organisms of the same species through the union of the male and female sex cells—sperm and eggs

Endocrine: produce internal secretions; form a system that influences the vital functions of the horse from before birth until death
