Classroom Rules for Agriculture Education

1. All students should be in class on time.

· A tardy will only be excused if you bring a note from school faculty or staff

· 3rd unexcused tardy and any thereafter during a six weeks = Referral
2. Bring paper, pencil or pen, and all appropriate materials to class every day.
· You will need writing utensils and a notebook specifically for this class.

· No more than 3 chairs are allowed per table.
5. Be respectful of the teacher and other students in this class.

· Respect is not a gift.  It must be earned

· Students are not allowed to sit at the teacher’s desk or use the computer.
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6. Follow all school system rules at all times.

· School rules and consequences are listed in detail in the student handbook.

· The school’s cell phone policy will be strictly followed.
7. Do your own work and turn it in on time.

· Cheating, lying, or other inappropriate behavior is not tolerated.
8. School farm participation is a privilege not a right!

· You must participate in class inside before you are allowed to participate outside.
· No horseplay of any kind will be tolerated on the school farm.
9. No food or drinks are allowed outside or around the livestock facilities.

· Failure to follow this rule will result in outside privileges being revoked.

10. Dress appropriately to work outside with animals everyday.

· No persons wearing sandals, open-toed shoes, or flip-flops are allowed in the livestock area.

· Failure to follow this rule will result in outside privileges being revoked.

11. Do not leave the classroom and go to the livestock facilities without the teacher’s permission.

· Only go outside to the livestock facilities under the supervision of the teacher.

· Failure to follow this rule will result in outside privileges being revoked.

12. If you try, actively participate, and do as well as you can, you will excel in this class.

· Students that do not participate or refuse to complete assignments will fail this class.

The bottom line is that every student has the right to the opportunity for an education.  Students that choose to be disrespectful and disruptive do not have the right to deprive other students of the opportunity to learn.
