The purpose of the room management plan is to acquaint you with how I run my classes and my expectations.  

Grading: 

The grading policy is designed to indicate how well you have met the standards I have set for the class.  You will be graded based upon how well you meet these standards.  Please do not be afraid to ask for help- some of the work will be difficult, but it shouldn’t be passed over!  

Quarterly grades are an average of grades on passed tests, quizzes, labs, and other class activities.  

Tests and quizzes may be retaken if: 

1. The test was taken and initially failed.

2. The test was taken and passed with a grade unsatisfactory to the student.  This option is only available to students who have satisfactorily completed the homework for the concept. 

Tests may be retaken under the following conditions: 

1. The test is retaken after school on a pre-arranged day.  If a student cannot stay after school for a good reason, a student may be able to take the retest during the school day, as long as it is prearranged.  

2. Students must come for extra help within five school days of the test being handed back before taking the retest.

Missed Work Due to Absence: 

It is the responsibility of the student to meet with the teacher to arrange for the gathering of missed work.  This work must be completed within two days of the student’s return to school.  Work missed due to unexcused absences can only be made up to a grade of 65. 

A zero will be given on all homework assignments that are not completed in a timely manner.  

Discipline:

This classroom will follow the school policies of Killingly High School.  It is the responsibility of the student to become familiar with these policies as they appear in the student handbook/online.  

In addition to the handbook, the following are also policies to be followed in my classroom: 

1. Books must be covered and treated with respect.  

2. Cheating is a serious offense- if a student is caught giving or receiving information that is to be evaluated for a grade, the student will receive a zero on that material without the ability to make it up.  

3. All safety rules are too be followed at all times in the classroom.
