Public Speaking

All students enrolled in Agriculture Education at the Killingly Regional Agricultural Education Center are required to take part in a Public Speaking unit.  For Ag-Ed I students the length of the speech is 3-5 minutes.  For Ag-Ed II, III, and IV the length is 6-8 minutes.  


The broad topic will be any area of agriculture that is of State, National, or International importance.  Remember, in addition to giving you a chance to present a prepared speech to your class, the speech should be educational to yourself and to those people who will listen to it.  


Some class time will be spent on preparing your speech.  Refusing to do a speech or preparing an inferior one (example: 2 minutes) will be taken up with the Department Coordinator.  

Steps in Preparing Your Speech

1. Choosing a Topic

a. Topic must be approved by your Ag-Ed Instructor 

2. Using the Library, Ag-Ed Classroom and Computer Lab to find Resources

a. You must use at least 3 reliable sources, and need a bibliography of all of the references you used

b. Books, magazines, and newspapers are acceptable sources

c. Encyclopedias will NOT be counted as a reference

d. Websites from reputable sources ONLY

e. Interview a professional 

3. Prepare an Outline

a. Place your thoughts in a logical sequence with brief descriptions as to what you will be discussing in each paragraph

4. Write the Speech

a. Must be typed; 12 pt font, Times New Roman font, 1.5 spaced

5. Delivering the Speech

a. Practice in front of the mirror, other classmates, and family

b. Final delivery to your Ag-Ed class
