· Write a review of the positive and negatives aspects of each website

2.  Nature Collection

· Make a nature theme collection of a minimum of 10 elements of nature
· Examples:  Bird feathers, insects, wild flowers, animal track imprints, leaves, soil samples, tree mast, tree “cookies”…

· Correctly identify your items and tell how you obtained them

· Display your items on a board or box for the presentation

NONE OF YOUR COLLECTED ITEMS CAN BE ON THE ENDANGERED OR PROTECTED LIST OR CAUSE THE DEATH OF AN ANIMAL OR DESTRUCTION OF A PLANT

3.  Written Journal

· Record five unique nature observations you make between today and May 29th
· Your observation should reflect time you spend “out in nature”

· Develop your own Word document journal page or use one that I provided
· Journal pages need to include written and visual content
· Visual can be a sketch or photograph
