Scholarships are available to Manheim FFA members who meet the requirements 
listed in Article 2 Section 1 of the attached By-Laws and Constitution.
The same application process will be used to select the Elizabethtown Grange scholarship recipient.
 1.   Application Form: This is a very important part of your application procedure.  

Make certain that you answer all of the questions completely and accurately.  

2.  Transcript of High School Grades: You must request an official transcript from the guidance department. The transcript should include grades through the first semester of the senior year, current GPA, class rank and SAT scores if available. To be eligible for the scholarship you must graduate from high school with a minimum GPA of 2.5.

3.  Essay Requirement: The essay topics are listed on the application form. The essay will be your opportunity to show the selection committee your commitment to agriculture and reason you want to further your education in the agriculture field.

4.  Acceptance letter(s): Attach to your application the letter(s) of acceptance from the school that you will be attending. 

5.  Character Reference Letter: Have one letter written by an individual who knows you and your abilities. The letter must be from non-relatives or MCHS agriculture teachers. The letter can be given to the applicant or sent directly to the scholarship committee.

6.  The school you will be attending must be recognized by the P.H.E.A.A.

7.  A complete application packet will consist of: 



a. completed application form



b. essay



c. letter of reference



d. official transcript with GPA and SAT scores



e. copy of acceptance letters from school you will be attending

8.  Application deadline: All portions of the application package must be turned into the MCHS Agriculture Department Lead Teacher by April 30th.
9.  Scholarship Deadline:  See Article 2 Section 5 of the Bylaws and Constitution for rules regarding the awarding of funds from the scholarship and requirements of the applicant after being awarded the scholarship.

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Constitution and Bylaws

Of the 
Manheim FFA scholarship Fund

Article 1

Name

This organization shall be known as the Manheim FFA Scholarship Fund.

Article 2

Eligibility, Application Procedure, Application Requirements, Selection of Recipients and Awards.

Eligibility

Art. 2  Section (A) Scholarships are available to Manheim FFA members who have completed a minimum of four (4) Agriculture Education credits. 

(B) Applicant must graduate from high school with a minimum grade point average of 2.5 or C+ equivalent.

(C) Applicant must attend an Agriculture college or vocational school and major in an agriculture field as a full time student in the fall semester following graduation from high school. A one year deferral will be granted FFA state officers.

(D) Awards must be used for (at a minimum) a two (2) year program with at least an associate degree or vocational school equivalent.

(E) The school the student will be attending must be recognized by the P.H.E.A.A.

Application Procedures
Art. 2 Section 2 (A) Application packages for scholarships will be available after March 1st of each year.

(B) Each applicant must complete all portions of the application package and adhere to all eligibility requirements and return it to the Manheim Central Senior High School Agriculture Department Lead Teacher no later than April 30th.

Application Package Requirements
Article 2 Section 3 (A) A completed application form.

(B) One (1) character reference letter, written by non-relatives or M.C.H.S. Agriculture teachers.

(C) A complete and official transcript of the applicant’s grades including SAT or ACT scores when available.

(D) Application and essays written by the applicant.

(E) Acceptance letter from the school that the student will be attending.
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Selection of Scholarship Recipients
Article 2 Section 4 (A) Completed application packages will be judged by the Scholarship Committee. Decisions will be based on scholastic achievement, character and academic potential, as evidenced by the application package. 
(B) Winner will be announced at the M.C.H.S. Senior Awards night each year.

(C) Members of the Scholarship Committee may not cast a vote pertaining to the application filed by his-her dependent.

(D) The Scholarship Committee will determine the total number and amount of scholarships to awarded.

Awards
Article 2 Section 5 (A)  Individual scholarships with a maximum award of 1,000 will be awarded to qualified applicants.

(B) Each award will be in the form of a check made payable to the student with the amount awarded dispensed at the end of the college freshmen semester upon receipt by the Agriculture Department Lead Teacher of an Official College transcript. 

(C)  All recipients must maintain a 2.0 

Article 3 
Scholarships Funds

Art. 3  Section (A) 

The Manheim FFA shall maintain a separate Manheim FFA Scholarship account through the Manheim Central School District Business Office.  
A record of deposits will be maintained by Agriculture Department Lead Teacher, Manheim FFA treasure and the Manheim Central School District Business Office.  

Withdrawals, scholarship payments, will require the signature of both the Agriculture Department Lead Teacher and the current Manheim FFA president or treasurer.
