Agriscience is a laboratory science course that prepares students for biology, subsequent science


courses and postsecondary


pursuits. The content area includes ecology, biological processes, sexual and asexual reproduction and a study of the chemical


and physical laws that govern life processes.


 


Principles of Agricultural Sciences is designed to develop


the basic theories and principles involved in animal science, agribusiness, agricultural mechanics, and natural resource management.


 


Principles of Horticultural Sciences is designed to introduce students to the vast areas of the horticulture industry. Topics include leadership, greenhouse management, garden center operations, floriculture, nursery operations, landscaping, and turf grass management. An introduction to plant and soil science is included as


a necessary foundation to the success of today’s horticulturalist.
