Greenhouse Policies and Procedures Handbook

This assignment is used to help students realize the dangers involved in managing a greenhouse.  Greenhouse management is something that should be taken very seriously, especially in a situation involving young people in an educational facility.  At Cedarcrest we have a Quonset greenhouse with two separate sections and a heating and cooling system.  This greenhouse has hidden dangers that most people don’t consider.

Besides the structure itself there are many ways which students can endanger themselves in and around a greenhouse facility.  These are usually overlooked and sometimes considered FUN!  However to ensure the safety of all students there are rules which need to be followed at all times in the greenhouse.  These are necessary because your teacher can’t be everywhere at once.

Your assignment is to come up with a list of 25 safety procedures and rules that should be followed at all times in a greenhouse facility.  This includes anything that happens inside, outside, tools used while in greenhouse and anything else concerning management of a greenhouse facility.
You will then take this list and make a booklet on greenhouse management and safety at Cedarcrest.  This booklet should include an illustration of each rule or procedure, information about that rule and the consequences of not following the rule.  This booklet should have at least 25 rules and procedures included.  Your booklet must also have a cover page that includes your name, period and date that you finished the booklet.  Your final Greenhouse Management Booklet will be graded on neatness, correctness, spelling, color added, and overall completeness.  Your picture should take up at least half of an 8x11 piece of paper, and include the rule and consequences either above or below the illustration.  
This assignment is worth 50 points.  Each student is to do their own assignment, however the initial list will be thought up as a class.  You should take this assignment seriously, and realize it could be detrimental to your own safety.  You will not be allowed to go into the greenhouse until you turn in your greenhouse management safety handbook.  Good Luck!

Greenhouse Policies and procedures

1. Don’t touch heating and cooling system controllers.

2. Always clean up after yourself in greenhouse.

3. Wear proper clothing at all times in the greenhouse.

4. Do not sit on any tables in the greenhouse.

5. Label all plants in the greenhouse correctly.

6. Do not put any objects in the greenhouse fan blades or vents.

7. Close the door when entering and leaving greenhouse.

8. You must have permission to enter the greenhouse.

9. Absolutely no horseplay in the greenhouse.

10. Do not overload plants on tables.

11. All students need to have permission before leaving the
      greenhouse.

12. Please notify your instructor if you are injured in the
      greenhouse.

13. Students are not to use any foul language in the greenhouse.

14. Do not lock anyone in the greenhouse.
15. Turn off faucet when you are done using the water.

16. Mix and apply fertilizer as directed by your instructor.

17. Handle and apply all pesticides as directed by your instructor.

18. Tell instructor immediately about allergies you experience.
19. Do not leave items on the greenhouse floor where others can
      trip over them.
20. Do not throw any soil media inside or outside greenhouse.

21. Be safe when using tools in the greenhouse.

22. Do not deliberately harm any plants in the greenhouse or
      around school facilities.

23. Organize containers to ensure the safety of others in the
      greenhouse.

24. Students should pull hair back before working in the 
      greenhouse.

25. Water all plants as directed by your instructor.
Greenhouse Policy Consequences

1. Kill plants (freezing and frying)

2. Controls insects, preventing other students from getting hurt

3. Get dirty, drop something on your toes, loose clothing can get caught on things in greenhouse

4. Break tables, hurt yourself

5. Caring for plants correctly, identify plants at sale

6. Break fan or hurt yourself

7. Control temperatures, spend less money on energy

8. Vandalized, health reasons, get in trouble

9. Break greenhouse, hurt each other
10. Break tables, harm plants

11. Safety policies

12. Prevent others from getting hurt, seek medical attention

13. School rule, visitors aren’t offended

14. Safety, not nice

15. Flood greenhouse, prevent people from slipping, wasting water

16. Kill plants

17. Sick, kill plants, create problems in greenhouse

18. Health hazard

19. People can get hurt, ruin the item

20. Health hazard, makes a mess

21. Cut yourself or others, harm the greenhouse

22. Kill plants, loose money

23. People can get hurt, hurt containers

24. Get caught in fan, get dirty

25. Over-water or under-water, should be aware
