This course exists to provide the high school student with an introduction into the area of Veterinary Science. III. Format and Procedures:  
This course is a semester long class that meets for 90 minutes every other school day.  Students will participate in a variety of learning activities that on any day may include lecture, readings, discussions, webquests and online activities, hands-on activities in the mechanics and outdoor  lab, community service activities and home based study.

VI. Grading Procedures: Grades will be calculated on a Total Points system.

Tests will be Unit based and may include information from previous Units except for the benchmark, semester and final exams which follow school board policy.

VII. Academic Integrity
