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Definitions You Should Know

SAE

Supervised Agricultural Experience, SAE, is that portion of the total agricultural education program, which includes entrepreneurial (ownership) & occupational (placement) experiences based on the student’s career goals, which are conducted outside the classroom instruction.  It is that part of the program, as a result of classroom instruction from which practical application is carried out by the student under the supervision of the agriculture instructor.  Students may conduct SAE’s in a variety of fields.  These may be traditional projects in production agriculture, experience in agribusiness, or non-traditional experience or projects that relate to agriculture, agribusiness or natural resources.  All students are required to have a program of SAE.  

FFA

The FFA organization, FFA is a national organization of the students enrolled in agricultural education programs that is designed to provide training in leadership, citizenship & cooperation. FFA provides career development events (CDE or contests) & award programs for students to participate in to display their skills in the area of agricultural education.  FFA is an intracurriculuar part of agricultural education, meaning that is a part of the curriculum & comprises an essential part of the total program (Federal Charter PL 105-225).  Students are strongly encouraged to join & participate in FFA in order to take full advantage of the total program.

FFA members conduct themselves at all times to be a credit to their organization, chapter, school, community & family.  As a FFA member, you should pledge to:

Grading Policies

· All assignments given in class are expected to be handed in at the beginning of the class the day they are due, unless otherwise noted by me.  The only late work that will be accepted are the assignments where prior arrangements have been made with me.  Any other late work will result in a ZERO for their grade. 

· Students will earn their grade based on how well assignments, exams, quizzes & participation are completed. There will also be points given periodically throughout the year for your student notebook.  These points can add up.  The notebooks may be checked randomly or after given prior notice. 

· FFA is an intracurricular activity, meaning that business concerning the National FFA organization can be discussed & conducted during class time. I highly suggest that you pay your dues & become an active member.  If you are willing, but unable to pay your dues, please see me outside of class. We will work something out. 
· Consult your school hand book on translating the percentage of points you have earned in class to a letter grade. 

· Grades will be sent out each quarter as per school policy, but as a student or parent, you have the right to see your grade at any time, provided it does not conflict with current class activities. 
Laboratory/Shop Agreement
· I understand that working in the shop is a privilege & not a right.  I understand that if I choose to not behave responsibly, here or in the classroom, I risk loosing this privilege.

· I understand that I will not be allowed to work with a particular tool until I have until I have passed the relevant safety test with 100% accuracy. I understand that I will not be allowed to work in the shop at all unless this agreement is signed by myself & one parent/guardian & is on file with the teacher. 

· I agree to follow all directions from the teacher completely & the first time they are given. 

· I agree to take proper safety precautions, including but not limited to wearing safety glasses & proper footwear, at all times while in the shop. 

· I agree to waste nothing in the shop, including time & shop materials. 

· I agree to show regard for the safety of myself, my fellow classmates & my teacher while working in the shop.  Therefore, I agree to NO HORSEPLAY!!!!!

· I agree to let the teacher know if I notice a particular tool or piece of given equipment does not seem to be working properly. 

· I agree to use only tools & perform only tasks that I have been given permission by my teacher for. 

· I agree to respect the projects & working areas of my fellow classmates, even when working in the shop outside of class time.  

· I agree to clean the assigned area of my shop, regardless of whether I worked there or not, before I leave for the day. 

FFA Expectations

· All members must pay annual dues by the date set forth the executive committee. (All members will be notified on the first day of school of the amount & date for dues.)

· All members are expected to be in good academic standing at all times. They must maintain at least a “C” average to able to participate in FFA Activities that are outside of class time. 
· All members are expected to wear FFA Official Dress to all formal FFA functions.  (See Official Dress page for specifics)
· All members are expected to participate in FFA Activities. 

· All members are expected to participate in FFA Committee work & planning of activities. 

· All members are expected to participate in fundraising activities.  Failure to do so will result in not being allowed to participate in activities above the local level and a monetary fine. 
· All members are expected to follow the FFA Code of Ethics. 

· All members are expected to participate in at least 1 competitive FFA Activity. 

Expectations for Participation in Field Trips & Career Development Events

Attendance Requirements
· Parent Consent forms will be required before students go on trips. 
· No student shall be allowed to attend any contest or field trip event without permission of his or her instructors.  Students are expected to maintain the minimum “C” average in all classes in order to be eligible for FFA/Agriculture Related Trips.

General Student Obligations & Responsibilities
· All students will be expected to maintain the same type of behavior that is require in the classroom while on a field trip or at contest. 

· All students will be ready to leave for field trips & contest 15 minutes prior to designated leave time. 

· All students will be responsible for maintaining cleanliness & cleaning of buses, van or other vehicle upon return arrival. 

· No food or drinks allowed in vehicle of travel unless specified by the driver.  

· Students will be seated at all times during travel.  All body parts are to remain inside the vehicle/bus while traveling. 

FFA Official Dress

· Black skirt—knee length, hemmed evenly across the bottom, slit no higher than 2” above the knee, excluding the kick pleat. (Black slacks only at advisors discretion.)

· Black dress shoes with a closed toe and heel

· Black nylon hosiery

· Official FFA Jacket Zipped to the top

Record Books
As part of the Agriculture Education Curriculum, students are required to have their SAE program and to keep a record book.  This record book allows students to see how much money they are spending, making and where it is going in a month & years time.  Students are responsible for turning their record book in once a month for grading.  This assignment is worth 50 points per month and should not be taken lightly.  Students with strong SAE programs and good record keeping skills have the opportunity to be recognized at higher levels in the FFA.  Record keeping is a life skill that everyone should learn at some point.

Cubbies & Notebooks
Students will be assigned a cubby in the agriculture classroom where they will be able to keep their Ag notebook, FFA record book and other agriculture class supplies.  This cubby is NOT to be used to store things for other classes and will not be allowed to become messy and sloppy.  RANDOM Ag Notebook & Cubby checks will take place throughout the year, probably 3-4 times a quarter.  Each check is worth 50 pts.  25 pts for having their Ag Notebook in nice order where things can be found and 25 pts for a nice, neat cubby. 
School Supply List

· All Leather shoes or boots in the shop
· Safety Glasses & Gloves will be provided at school
