Plant Classification (Unit 2)

You will be assigned seven species of plants to research.  Use your research to develop a 4”x6” index card-sized resource for you and your classmates to use.  These cards will be laminated to improve their durability.  

On the front side of the card, you must have at least one high-quality photo of the plant depicting leaf shape/arrangement, flower or fruit, plant form, etc.  These photos or drawings may be copied and pasted from a website or other source (you must give credit to the photographer/source) or done by yourself.  Photos should be in color when possible.  These cards will be like flashcards to help you and your classmates identify local landscaping plants in addition to other class activities they will be used for.  This may be printed on the card, or glued to the card.  

On the back side of the card, you may use a computer application (such as Microsoft Word or Publisher) or write this by hand, but it MUST be neat and professional.  Include the following information:

· Morphology (what the plant looks like, leaf arrangements, coloring, shape/form, etc)

· History (including how the plant got its common and/or scientific name(s) and what it was/is used for)

· Culture (how to grow the plant and its preferences for soil, sun, water, etc)

· Classification: kingdom, phylum, class, order, family, subfamily, genus, species and cultivar/variety (where possible)  

· There must be a small area (at least 1”x1”) with no writing at the top of the card – this will have Velcro adhered to it for interactive projects through the semester.  You may designate this area by leaving it blank, or creating a 1”x1” box.
