Leaf Collection Project Criteria:
Please refer to Rubric for point guidelines.

A Collecting:

1 You are to collect 10 different leaves from 10 different species of trees that are native to Indiana.  

a This means the trees can’t be ornamentals, they have to be native trees of Indiana.

b You can’t repeat a species, such as 2 Oaks or 2 Maples, etc.
c You must also collect the 10 seeds/fruits that correspond with the leaf specimens you collected. Place these in a snack size baggie or clear plastic container, similar to a pill vial for display.


B Identification:

1 You must correctly identify the 10 collected specimens and seeds with:

a The common name

b The Latin Name

c Both names:

i Must be spelled properly

ii Latin nomenclature must be utilized correctly.


C Mounting:
1 Display on proper paper.  Card Stock paper will work if mounting paper isn’t purchased.  Place in 3 ring binder to turn in.  

2 Label in the lower right hand corner with the following information:

D Neatness.  Make sure everything is very neat, labels are typed, specimens are pressed, mounted with Elmer’s glue, and no glue is showing.   DO NOT use tape.  DO NOT staple your project together.

E This project has a total value of:
