FFA RULES OF CONDUCT

This policy will apply to all participants (FFA members and adults) attending any FFA Activity.

The Bellevue FFA National Convention trip will be leaving on Sunday, October 18, 2009, from Bellevue High School and will be returning to Bellevue High School on Thursday, October 22, 2009.  The group will be traveling by charter bus to Chicago, Illinois, and Indianapolis, Indiana.

5. The Board of Education Policy regarding alcohol, drugs and tobacco shall be observed at all times.

6. Participants shall not leave the hotel at any time unless accompanied by an advisor.

7. Participants shall wear appropriate apparel at all times as determined by the chaperones.
8. Participants shall be on-time, prompt, prepared, and attend all functions & events.

9. Participants shall be respectful, non-confrontational and obey all directives from advisors.

10. Participants MAY BE SENT HOME AT THEIR OWN EXPENSE for violating any of these rules of conduct.
