5. __________ Unplug saws and lock blades when not in use.

6. __________ Place hands as close to the blade as possible to hold the board in place.

7. __________ Cut pieces smaller than 8 in on the miter saw.

8. __________ Ask for instructor permission before using the band saw.

9. __________ Always set the band saw to the appropriate RPMs for the material you  are cutting.

10. __________ Use your finger to remove small pieces of wood from the blade area on the 

                                   bandsaw while the blade is still running.

11. __________ The belt and drum sander can be used to remove dead skin from your hands and 

  exfoliate them.

12. __________ Replace the sanding belt and pad on the sander often for best results.

13. __________ When ripping large sheets of wood (cutting down boards to width), use two people 

                                   on the table saw: one to guide the board through and one to catch it and pull on the




   opposite side.  

14. __________ Push sticks are never necessary when using the table saw.

15. __________ The blade on the table saw should be set 1in above the board being cut.

16. __________ Sand against the grain with the palm sander.

17. __________ Change the pad on the palm sander while it is running and plugged in.

18. __________ Use a great deal of force with the jigsaw if it is does not want to cut.

19. __________ Since the jigsaw is small, do not wear safety glasses.

20. __________ Always use the right tool for the job.
