Greenhouse Structures Vocabulary

1. Anchor Support Posts- side posts providing the main structural support for a greenhouse, which are spaced at regular intervals and set in concrete footings.

2. Attached Even-span- rafters of equal length and the end wall, is attached to an existing building.

3. Attached Greenhouse- one connected to a building.

4. Bar Caps- structural members attached to the outside of a greenhouse to hold the glass in place.

5. Barrel Vault- Quonset style structure with sidewalls joined together.

6. Connected Greenhouses- several greenhouses joined together.

7. Cross-benching Arrangement- runs the width usually with aisles along the sidewalls.

8. Fan and Pad Cooling System- a system where large exhaust fans draw air through a moistened cellulose pad mounted on the opposite end of the structure.

9. Fog Evaporative Cooling System- fog is generated inside and as the minute fog droplets evaporate, heat is absorbed.

10. Forced-air Heaters- localized heater units that force hot air directly into a duct system.

11. Freestanding Even-span- separate from other buildings with rafters of equal length.

12. Freestanding Greenhouse- one separate from other buildings or greenhouses.

13. Gothic Arch-styled in the shape of a pointed arch.

14. Greenhouse- a structure that is covered with a transparent material that allows sufficient sunlight to enter for the purpose of growing and maintaining plants.

15. Greenhouse Range- two or more greenhouses located together.

16. Gutter-connected- several even-spans attached together, ridge-and-furrow.

17. Headhouse- a central building that is used for offices, storage, and workspace with attached greenhouses.

18. Infrared Radiant Heaters- individual unit heaters that produce infrared radiation that travels through the air and directly warms objects.

19. Lean-to-attached to the side of the building and the roof slopes away from the building.

20. Longitudinal Arrangement- runs the entire length.

21. Peninsular Arrangement- similar to the cross-benching arrangement, except a central aisle runs the length and the benches extend to the sidewalls.

22. Purlins- run the length of the structure and are attached to each truss, which adds more structural strength.

23. Quonset- curved roof with or without sidewalls.

24. Ridge- the top (highest point).

25. Sash Bars- structural members, which hold greenhouse glass panes attached with a glazing compound.

26. Sawtooth- lean-to structures joined together.

27. Sidewalls- located between the concrete footings and support anchor posts of the greenhouse.

28. Trusses- composed of rafters, chords, and struts, which support the roof.

29. Uneven-span- rafters of unequal lengths.

30. Venlo- similar to gutter-connected but normally wider with twice as many ridges between supports.

31. Ventilators- moveable units of a greenhouse to allow for natural ventilation.

32. Window-mounted Greenhouse- a prefabricated style that is available to fit many standard size windows.
