1. Read the directions and customer info sheet. 
2. Redraw the garden layout on graph paper to scale.
3. Complete a bubble diagram and site analysis for the project. Draft check March 10th. 
4. Review the list of plant materials.
5. Design the border using the list of plant materials: See below for required plants.
6. You need to figure out the total square feet and amount of mulch needed to finish the bed.
7. Complete the design drawing to scale.
8. Complete a table of materials for the design

Customer Requirements
The Smiths have just acquired the lot next to their property and would like to include it in their property landscape by adding a new border planting.  The border should be 55’ long and approximately 15’ wide at the widest part in the corner. They would like to see a mix of evergreen and deciduous materials as well as have it planned for fall and spring color. You must use at least 12 plants from the list provided but may also add up to five others from your research. You should also include areas for bulbs and annuals in your plans.
