· Classroom/Laboratory Instruction – quality instruction in and about agriculture that utilizes a “learning by doing” philosophy. 

· Supervised Agricultural Experience Programs – all students are expected to have an agriculturally related work-based learning experience while enrolled in agricultural education courses. 

· FFA Student Organization activities/opportunities – FFA activities are an integral part of the agricultural education program that all agricultural education students should participate in if they are to fully benefit from their enrollment in the program. 
Standards

Standard 1.0- Explain the importance of agriculture in society.
Standard 2.0- Evaluate the theories of animal science as they pertain to the following areas: animal’s role in the ecology, animal anatomy and taxonomy, nutrition, facilities, basic genetics and reproduction and identification and functions of basic livestock breeds.
Standard 3.0- Summarize the basic principles involved in agribusiness, including recordkeeping, leadership, principles of supply and demand and associated agribusiness careers.
Standard 4.0- Determine the fundamental relationships of wildlife populations and environmental conditions in our natural habitats.

Standard 6.0- Utilize mathematical computations and agricultural lab equipment for basic agricultural construction.
