Unit 4: Small Game, Big Game and Waterfowl Hunting Techniques
Terms & Definitions

1.  Ammunition – any powder, shot, or bullets used in shotguns, rifles or pistols.

2.  Bag limit – the maximum number of animals that a hunter, fisher, or trapper can take in one day or season.

3.  Bow hunting – using a bow and arrow as a hunting device.

4.  Broadhead – tip of an arrow.

5.  Cartridge – ammunition manufactured for a rifle (also called a round).

6.  Choke – a constriction at the muzzle (end of barrel) that influences the pattern that the shots take after being fired from the gun.

7.  Firearm – a tool that propels a projectile (bullet) by burning gun powder.

8.  Firearm Safety – preventing accidents and injury by using a firearm in a responsible manner.

9.  Hunter orange – a bright, fluorescent color that helps other hunters see people who are wearing the color; safety material worn on the body and/or head to prevent accidental shootings.
 
10.  Hunting – killing game for food and/or recreation.

11.  Hunting gear – all of the devices used in taking game and protecting the hunter.

12.  Hunting license – written document that indicates that an individual has paid a fee and is legally entitled to hunt.

13.  Landowner rights – the authority of landowners to control who enters their land to hike, camp, hunt, or fish.

14.  Marksmanship – the ability to hit a target with the shot from a gun.

15.  Muzzleloader – a firearm that is loaded through the barrel (muzzle).

16.  Primitive hunting device – device with less power and, hence, less capacity to kill.

17.  Rifle – a firearm with a spiral or rifle bore inside the barrel. 

18.  Season length – the number of days that a species can be hunted in one year.

19.  Shell – the container that holds the shot, powder, and other parts needed in the ammunition of shotguns.

20.  Shooting – non-hunting firing of guns to develop skills in aiming, firing and accuracy.

21.  Shooting hours – (hunting hours) the time of the day when hunting can take place.

22.  Shot – a pellet of lead or steel used in shotgun shells.

23.  Shotgun – a firearm that fires several small pellets in a pattern at a target.
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
